1. Student submits request for face covering adjustment to Student Disabilty 
Center via form available on Student Disabilty Center website

2. Student Disability Center will review documentation submitted. If approved, 
Student Disability Center notifies student via letter describing adjustment

3. Students brings accomodation letter to instructor or departmental advisor

4. Students with alternative face coverings are admitted into class. Students 
without face coverings should be reasisgned to another remote option or 

scheduled for online classes
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
